PRESENT:  Mayor Dees

VISITOR:  Cathy Kight – Screven County Community Collaborative
INVOCATION:  Council Member Kirkland led in prayer and the pledge of allegiance to the flag.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  There was a general consensus to approve the agenda as presented.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:  

MINUTES PREVIOUS MEETINGS:  A motion was made by Council Member Scott and seconded by Council Member Bolton to approve the March 1, 2022 minutes as presented.  All voted aye.
NEW BUSINESS:  
DISCUSS SURPLUS OUTDOOR THEATER SOUND SYSTEM:  A motion was made my Council Member Scott and seconded by Council Member Lovett to approve surplus of outdoor theater sound system.  All voted aye.

APPROVE ELECTRICAL RATE FOR LOAD FOLLOWING EXTRA LARGE POWER NO DISTRIBUTION INFRASTRUCTURE:  A motion was made by Council Member Lariscy and seconded by Council Member Scott to approve the electrical rate for load following extra-large (>30mw) power no distribution infrastructure.  All voted aye.
DISCUSS INCREASE IN SANITATION CONTRACT DUE TO GAS PRICE INCREASE:  No action taken.
DISCUSS FOUNTAIN:   There was a general consensus to continue to look for temporary alternatives and/or fountain options.
APPROVE ATTORNEY’S INVOICE:   A motion was made by Council Member Kirkland and seconded by Council Member Scott to approve the Hunter & Hunter January invoice in the amount of $6,067.50.  All voted aye.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:  At 7:11pm a motion was made by Council Member Kirkland and seconded by Council Member Mills to enter Executive Session to discuss litigation.  All voted aye.  At 7:34 a motion was made by Council Member Lovett and seconded by Council Member Scott to exit executive session and reenter regular session.  All voted aye.
AUTHORIZE MAYOR TO SIGN RESOLUTION APPOINTING SPECIAL COUNCIL:  A motion was made by Council Member Lovett and seconded by Council Member Mills authorizing Mayor Dees to sign a resolution appointing special counsel to represent the city and to authorize said counsel to employ expert witnesses to assist in the preparation and presentation of the city’s cases; repeal inconsistent provisions; and for other purposes.  All voted aye.
AUTHORIZE CITY MANAGER TO SIGN SPECIAL COUNCIL FEE AGREEMENT:  A motion was made by Council Member Bolton and seconded by Council Member Kirkland for City Manager Mathis to sign the agreement with Andrew J “Andy” Welch, III, Brandon A. Palmer, Warren Tillery and the law firm of Smith, Welch, Webb & White, LLC to represent the City as Special Counsel in the following matters, including, but not limited, to litigation and negotiation of the Service Delivery Strategy, and other matters.  All voted aye.
ADJOURNMENT:  A motion was made by Council Member Kirkland and seconded by Council Member Bolton to adjourn at 7:37pm.  All voted aye.
